The residential
units in them are relatively small with areas ranging from 90 to 150 square meters. The main feature
of them is the materiality of the terraces. As the facade uses a mixture of materials such as glass,
masonry, and wood in them matching with the nature in the location.

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We were tasked by the engineering authority at the Ministry of National Guard - Health Affairs to
renovate the intermediate Intensive Care Unit (ICU). The project was a great success, and the Saudi
National Guard Minister HRH Prince Mutaib Il bin Abdullah bin Abdulaziz Al Saud had expressed his
admiration for the design and level of work.

Before even | was an engineer, | always believed that hospitals should not make patients (especially
in ICUs) feel that they are in a hospital.

| also believe that the psychological factor is as crucial as other factors for patients’ quick recovery.
Therefore when | got awarded this project, | felt it’s a golden chance to bring my vision to reality and
| decided to work accordingly.

My main objective was to provide a positive ambient all over the place that would help patients to
recover as quickly as possible. To do so, | had to take a very hard decision giving priority for quality
of service over quantity

El Patio

redesigned the patients’' rooms space to create an adjacent rectangular-shaped area and dedicated
it to a patio, which can be viewed and accessed from all rooms. | opened a skylight in the patio’s
ceiling to allow natural sunlight to flow downwards. The natural lighting altogether with the greenery
and plantation (and the blue color indoors) provided a breathtaking serene view that, according to
testimonials of the unit’s doctors and nurses, provided a sense of tranquility which proved to help to
expedite the recovery in many cases.

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QATAR VILLA
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The owner wanted his villa to be designed and built with traditional Islamic, Damascene style in
specific, which usually has the whole property built around an opened patio in the center.

He also wanted the 3 floors, the ground, first and second, to have totally different interior design
styles.

We decided the styles as follows:

Traditional style for the ground floor -since logically it will be attached to the exterior
Neo-classic style For the 1st floor
An ultra-modern style for the 2nd floor which includes the bedrooms

The Patio

We started with building the patio as a standalone cuboid in the middle of the property, then built
the rest of the house around it. We used traditional stones for wallcovering (from inside and out) to
match the traditional Islamic style, link the 3 floors together, and to give a sense of direction while
walking inside any floor. Whenever and wherever you see the stones wall, you know it’'s the wall
overlooking the patio.

The Sculpture (Masterpiece):

We designed an ultra-modern sculpture descending from a bridge from the second floor (with
ultra-modern interior) into the ground floor (with the traditional interior) landing on a sitting area
overlooking a small pond of water. As per the client, he loved the sculpture with the sitting area and
it became a kind of sanctuary to his friends!

The Furniture: The whole furniture was sourced from Roche Bobois as requested by the client. We
took advantage of the brand’s Le Mah Jong collection of ground seating to link between the floors’
interior and the exterior.

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ALEXANDRIA

VILLA
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The brief of this 250-meter square villa’s owner was fairly simple: to create a fluid space with new-classical style,
capable of providing recreational space in the basement for hosting parties and gatherings with a large number
of guests.

We started by dividing the basement into two main areas; including two billiard tables, a tabletop football
game, ping-pong and a pinball table. Furniture was arranged around the exterior of the basement to allow
guests to move around more easily.

For the walls, we used wood cladding with grooves that can be used for storage.

We wanted the restroom to be a masterpiece; so we designed a bamboo wall (which turned to be one of our
most successful and requested creations).

We used artificial bamboo and pebbles to avoid bugs and water irrigation related issues. In the background, we
used natural-colored wood cladding to create a contrast. For lighting, we created an up-light from the bottom
and down-light from the top (from the ceiling using led lights).

The result was breathtaking and the client loved it.

Throughout the design, wood cladding for walls, indirect lighting, and oak wood were used to create a cohesive
and new-classical interior, just like the owners requested.

Within
the towers, 5 typical Apartment units
repeated in each floor each of them with
their distinct styles being: ultra-classical,
classical, neo-classical, modern, and
ultra-modern.
